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Learning from Successes as a Resource for Developing and Nurturing Human Capital

Abstract

In light of the growing complexity of schoolwork, faculty members need to move away from
isolated learning toward a more collective type of thinking regarding teaching and learning
issues. Whereas collective learning has mostly been approached from a deficit-based
orientation (finding/solving problems and overcoming failures), this article introduces the
notion of learning from successes as a collective learning mechanism for nurturing educators’
professional growth. Both possibilities and pitfalls of learning from failures-problems and
learning from successes are discussed. This is coupled with implications for teacher education
programs, policy-makers, practitioners and researchers interested in collective learning from

successes as leverage for developing human capital in educational settings.
